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As part of the continued development of youth sailing within Laser the European Executive proposes to introduce in the spring of 2010 a youth ranking ladder, similar to the ISAF ranking ladder used for the Olympic classes, that will enable a youth Laser sailor to see and demonstrate their level of achievement from a Europe wide perspective. The Laser European Youth Ranking Ladder has been designed to encompass a range of the high quality youth Laser regattas within Europe. By showing a ranking list of the active European youth Laser sailors it is hoped the ladder can foster a greater belonging to the European Laser class, encourage international youth competition, participation, and aid developing sailors in seeking funding. The ladder combines both World, European region and some national events so that a sailor can be included in the ladder without being required to travel extensively.

Attached is a document introducing the Laser European Youth Ranking Ladder and the process through which it would be introduced to the sailors, scored and published. The European Executive invites comment from any European District about the ranking ladder to office@laserinternational.org before 5th February. Any comments received will be followed up individually with each District and any alterations to the ladder will be distributed to all Districts before 23rd February.

Districts wishing to have some of their national youth regattas included in the Laser European Youth Ranking Ladder category 4 events should send the dates & venues to office@laserinternational.org before 15th March.
